In the event of a fire or similar evacuation of the cadet building, all cadets and staff will leave by 

the closest exit and form up in the lower parking lot closest to the City Hall (Parking for City 

Vehicles). Once roll is taken the CO or designate will report to the Senior Ft Erie Fire Officer 

with any information.  

 

ADMINISTRATION

Any changes made over the Summer Break should be forwarded to the 

Admin O immediately. Annual Validations are now due.
